ANNUAL REPORT ON PRODUCTIVITY OF
RECENTLY APPROVED PROGRAMS

This agenda item summarizes degree productivity for:

e Associate and Certificate programs approved between July 1, 2005 and June
30, 2006 (Academic Year 2006) and

e Baccalaureate and Graduate programs approved between July 1, 2003 and
June 30, 2004 (Academic Year 2004).

Because programs need time to develop and produce graduates, productivity for
certificate and associate programs is measured for three years after approval,
while baccalaureate and higher programs are measured for five years after
approval.

The Arkansas Higher Education Coordinating Board (AHECB) defines
productivity standards as the following:

Certificates of Proficiency programs — 3 awards per year;

Technical Certificate programs — 3 awards per year;

Associate Degree programs — 3 awards per year;

Advanced Certificate programs — 3 awards per year;

Baccalaureate Degree programs - 3 awards per year;
Post-Baccalaureate Degree programs — 3 awards per yeatr;

Master's Degree programs — 2 awards per year;

Specialist Degree programs — 2 awards per year,

Doctoral Degree programs — 1 award per year; and

First Professional / Post-First Professional programs — 1 award per year.

The new program viability standards, as approved by the AHECB, will begin in
2010.

The below table identifies the number of programs reviewed at degree levels 1-4
(Certificate of Proficiency, Technical Certificate, Associate degree, and Advanced
Certificate).

Or the original 70 programs approved in Academic 2006, 51 remain active. Of
these, 34 met the standard of producing an average of 3 or more graduates.
This calculates to a 49 percent success rate for the original 70 programs or a 67
percent success rate for the 51 programs remaining active.

The fields of study having the most success were Liberal Arts and Sciences (CIP
24), Health Professions (CIP 51), Mechanic and Repair Technologies (CIP 47),
Precision Production (CIP 48), and Business (CIP 52).

The below table identifies the number of programs reviewed at degree levels 5-
12 (Baccalaureate degree or higher).

Or the original 28 programs approved in Academic 2004, 26 remain active. Of
these, 14 met the standard of producing an average of 3 or more graduates.
This calculates to a 50 percent success rate for the original 28 programs or a 54
percent success rate for the 26 programs remaining active.

The fields of study having the most success were Education (CIP 13), Health
Professions (CIP 51), Communications/Visual Arts (CIPs 50), Business (CIP 52),
and Multi/Interdisciplinary Studies (CIP 30).
