· 25% of the funding will be given at the beginning of the grant; the remaining is distributed by reimbursement only-make friends with your fiscal manager

· Participant Support Costs can be transferred with prior approval
17. Review of program narrative reporting 

· Narrative report DEADLINES: July 31 and January 31 every year

· Syllabus needed with the grant application and with the report

· Requirement:  List of participants, school, school district, grade level

18. Demographics needed at the beginning of each project so collect all information needed for reports while teachers are on site (see ADHE website for July 31 and January 31 report forms) 

19. You MUST provide a thorough explanation of 45 content immersion contact hours and 15 implementation follow-up hours for a total of 60 hours.  Explain when and where the follow-up sessions take place. Time sheets for participants and presenters required.
20. Evaluation of Project (Involve your evaluator in writing the application, being present to collect data at the workshops, and visiting random classrooms)
· Pre- and Post-testing for content growth –statistics needed

· Surveys –during the class, at follow-up sessions, after the project-no soft questions, make them substantial

· Focus Group Interviews

· Evaluator and Project Director/staff classroom visits for implementation documentation

· Inclusion of administrators- how and when?

· Extent to which the original goal and objectives are achieved

· Effectiveness of Project –how do you know that this project meets the needs of the mathematics and science teachers and their students

· Impact on Student Learning or Teacher Quality

· Student work samples in the participating teachers’ classrooms

· Internal Evaluator’s Report –due by November 30th to the Project Director for inclusion in the final report.
· External Evaluator’s Site Visit and Report

· Program Officer Site Monitoring Visit for Compliance

21. Marketing and Promotional Literature- Explain thoroughly-Attach a copy of flyer to the proposal. Use the paragraphs on page 9 under Credit and Disclaimer on all promotional materials.  This is a federal requirement.
22. Recruitment of Participants-must have 20 participants or more

· Private school participation is allowed – Be sure to contact all private schools in your service area and issue an invitation to participate.
