Requires state-supported technical institutes to provide
electronic access to the Economic Security Report of
Employment and Earnings Outcomes prepared by the
Department of Workforce Services.

Requires state-supported institutions of higher learning to
adopt a policy of free expression that ensures the rights of
students to engage in noncommercial expressive activity;
creates a cause of action against institutions in violation.

Hickey/Dalby

Changes the name of the University of Arkansas Community
College at Hope to the University of Arkansas Community
College at Hope-Texarkana.

Dismang

Clarifies the exemption of private colleges and universities
from Act 184 of 2019, the Forming Open and Robust
University Minds Act.

SB 619 |Act1084

Eads/Vaught

Amends the membership requirements for the Arkansas
Higher Education Coordinating Board thereby changing its
composition; requires members in positions on a higher
education institution board to resign as a qualification to
serve; more.

Allows state-supported two-year institutions of higher
education to market, offer courses or provide services to any
individual who resides in the state, regardless of the service
area.

Hammer

Redefines "public records" and the Freedom of Information
Act to extend to a private entity expending a minimum of 20
percent of its time, resources and efforts in support of a
government entity.

SB 232

Hammer

Creates mandatory structures for employee contracts with
institutions of higher learning, providing for non-retroactivity
of rules, rights or procedures in defined instances. The
provisions and associated penalties apply to all extant
contracts.
