The last five academic years have seen significant growth in the number of credentials 
awarded with over 40,000 credentials being awarded for the first time in AY2014.  The 
change from AY2010 to AY2014 represents a 19.7 percent growth in credentials 
awarded. The table below illustrates this growth. All institution types have seen a growth 
in the number of credentials awarded over the 5-year period.

However, 
over the past 5 years credentials awarded to males has grown faster than credentials 
awarded to females, particularly at 2-year colleges.  This change can be explained by 
the fact that the decline in male enrollment has been slower than the decline in female 
enrollment over the same 5 year period.

Such growth in credentials awarded to Hispanics was evident at 4-Year 
Universities (99.7%), 2-Year Colleges (80.5%), and Private/Independent Institutions
